A Modern Approach to the Traditional Buildings Concept
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Abstract: The acute housing crisis, coupled with the requirements and demands arising from the reduction of greenhouse gas emissions, necessitates a new vision in the design and construction of residential buildings. Recently, the materials used have been characterized by high energy consumption and polluting technologies, whose effects are increasingly noticeable. According to the authors, reducing carbon emissions will be one of the requirements and needs of the next generation of builders. Using traditional materials and techniques in a functional manner can address new environmental policies as well as housing comfort. Based on this concept, the authors present a series of solutions used in remarkable buildings constructed from local materials through updated traditional methods and techniques, in order to meet current requirements for mechanical strength and stability, as well as aesthetic and functional standards.
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
